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EHS Sanitizing Toys 
1. Washing- Soak or spray the items with soapy water and wipe off soap solution with clean towels  (1/4 teaspoon soap to 1 gallon of water);
2. Rinsing- Rinse by soaking or spraying  the item with clean water and wipe dry with clean towels; 
3. Disinfecting- Items that need disinfected are placed in a container and disinfected after children leave for the day. 
Soak or spray items with the sanitizing solution. (1Tbs of chlorine bleach to one gallon of water)  

· If the item is soaked, soak for at least 2 minutes in the sanitizing solution.

·  Spray with sanitizing solution, plastic and other hard surface toys which cannot be easily soaked.  

· Rinse with cool water only those items that children are likely to place in their mouths, nose or ears.  This rinse will limit child exposure to sanitizing solution.

4. Air Dry-Allow the surface to air dry.
*All spray bottles must have new solution daily and be labeled. Example- (Step #1- water and soap).
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
